WHEREAS, the City Council has determined and found said application for an amendment, as
described below, to be compatible with the Land Use Element objectives and policies, and those of other
affected elements of the Comprehensive Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined and found that approval of said application for an
amendment, as described below, would promote the public health, safety, morals, order, comfort,
convenience, appearance, prosperity or general welfare.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF LAKE CITY,
FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Pursuant to an application, CPA 14-03, by the City Council, to amend the Future Land Use
Plan Map of the Comprehensive Plan by changing the land use classification of certain lands, the land use
classification is hereby changed from RESIDENTIAL, MEDIUM DENSITY (less than or equal to 8
dwelling units per acre) to COMMERCIAL on property described, as follows:
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A parcel of land lying within Section 32, Township 3 South, Range 17 East, Columbia County,
Florida. Being more particularly described, as follows: Commence at the Northwest corner of Lot or
Block 2 of the Central Division of the City of Lake City, as recorded in the Public Records of
Columbia County, Florida, said commencement is also the intersection of the Southerly right-of-way
line of Northeast Hillsboro Street and the Easterly right-of-way line of Northeast Hernando Avenue;
thence Easterly, along the Southerly right-of-way line of said Northeast Hillsboro Street, 110.00 feet;
thence Southerly 111.00 feet; thence Westerly 110.00 feet to the Easterly right-of-way line of said
Northeast Hernando Avenue; thence Northerly, along the Easterly right-of-way line of said Northeast
Hernando Avenue, 111.00 feet to the Point of Beginning.

Containing 0.28 acre, more or less.

Section 2. Severability. if any provision or portion of this ordinance is declared by any court of
competent jurisdiction to be void, unconstitutional or unenforceable, then all remaining provisions and
portions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 3. Conflict. All ordinances or portions of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hercby
repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall be effective upon adoption’

Florida Administration Commission, respectively, :ssues‘\ﬁnal order determining this plan amendment is
in compliance. No development orders, development perrmts or land uses dependent on this plan
amendment may be issued or commence before 1t~has__b,e\éome effective. If a final order of noncompliance
is issued, this plan amendment may nevertheless l:g:‘niade effective by adoption of a resolution affirming
its effective status, a copy of which regolytion/shali be sent to the Florida Department of Economic

Pursuant to an application, CPA 14-03, by the City Council, to amend the Future Land Use
Plan Map of the Comprehensive Plan by changing the land use classification of certain lands, the Planning and
Zoning Board, serving also as the Local Planning Agency, recommends to the City Council that the future land
use classification be changed from RESIDENTIAL, MEDIUM DENSITY (less than or equal to 8 dwelling
units per acre) to COMMERCIAL on property described, as follows:
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A parcel of land lying within Section 32, Township 3 South, Range 17 East, Columbia County,
Florida. Being more particularly described, as follows: Commence at the Northwest corner of Lot or
Block 2 of the Central Division of the City of Lake City, as recorded in the Public Records of
Columbia County, Florida, said commencement is also the intersection of the Southerly right-of-way
line of Northeast Hillsboro Street and the Easterly right-of-way line of Northeast Hernando Avenue;
thence Easterly, along the Southerly right-of-way line of said Northeast Hillsboro Street, 110.00 feet;
thence Southerly 111.00 feet; thence Westerly 110.00 feet to the Easterly right-of-way line of said

Land use amendment requests are ineligible to receive concurrency reservation because they are too
conceptual and, consequently do not allow an accurate assessment of public facility impacts. Therefore,
the following information is provided, which quantifies for the purposes of a nonbinding concurrency
determination, the demand and residual capacities for public facilities required to be addressed within the
Concurrency Management System.

CPA 14-03, an application by the City Council, to amend the Future Land Use Plan Map of the
Comprehensive Plan by changing the future land use classification from RESIDENTIAL, MEDIUM
DENSITY (less than or equal to 8 dwelling units per acre) to COMMERCIAL on property described, as
follows:

A parcel of land lying within Section 32, Township 3 South, Range 17 East, Columbia County,
Florida. Being more particularly described, as follows: Commence at the Northwest corner of
Lot or Block 2 of the Central Division of the City of Lake City, as recorded in the Public Records
of Columbia County, Florida, said commencement is also the intersection of the Southerly right-
of-way line of Northeast Hillsboro Street and the Easterly right-of-way line of Northeast
Hemando Avenue; thence Easterly, along the Southerly right-of-way line of said Northeast
Hillsboro Street, 110.00 feet; thence Southerly 111.00 feet; thence Westerly 110.00 feet to the
Easterly right-of-way line of said Northeast Hernando Avenue; thence Northerly, along the
Easterly right-of-way line of said Northeast Hernando Avenue, 111.00 feet to the Point of
Beginning.

Containing 0.28 acre, more or less.
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Availability of and Demand on Public Facilities

Potable Water Impact

The site is located within a community potable water system service area. The community potable water
system is currently meeting or exceeding the adopted level of service standard for potable water
established within the Comprehensive Plan.

During the calendar year 2013, there was 2,121 square feet of general office located on the site.

An average general office use is estimated to have 3.39 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.
2.121 (2,121 square feet gross floor area) x 3.39 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =

8 (employees) x 30 (gallons of potable water usage per employee per day) = 240 gallons of potable water

usage per day.

The proposed amendment could theoretically result in 12,196 square feet of specialty retail use on the
site.

An average specialty retail use is estimated to have 1.82 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.
12.196 (12,196 square feet gross floor area) x 1.82 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
23 (employees) x 45 (gallons of potable water usage per employee per day) = 1,035 gallons of potable

water usage per day.

Therefore, the estimated net increase in potable water usage per day = 795 gallons of potable water usage
per day (1,035 — 240 = 795).

Permitted capacity of the community potable water system = 9,000,000 gallons of potable water per day.

During calendar year 2013, the average daily potable water usage = 3,383,882 gallons of potable water
per day.

Residual available capacity prior to reserved capacity for previously approved development =
5,616,118 gallons of potable water per day.

Less reserved capacity for previously approved development = 0 gallons of potable water per day.

Residual available capacity after reserved capacity for previously approved development =
5,616,118 gallons of potable water per day.

Less estimated gallons of potable water use as a result of this proposed amendment =
795 gallons of potable water per day.

Residual capacity after this proposed amendment = 5,615,323 gallons of potable water per day.
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Based upon the above analysis, the potable water facilities are anticipated to continue to meet or exceed
the adopted level of service standard for potable water facilities as provided in the Comprehensive Plan,
after adding the potable water demand generated by the theoretical use of the site.

Sanitary Sewer Impact -

The site is located within a community centralized sanitary sewer system service area. The centralized
sanitary sewer system is currently meeting or exceeding the adopted level of service standard for sanitary
sewer established within the Comprehensive Plan.

During the calendar year 2013, there was 2,121 square feet of general office located on the site.

An average general office use is estimated to have 3.39 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.
2.121 (2,121 square feet gross floor area) x 3.39 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =

8 employees x 23 (gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per employee per day) = 184 gallons of sanitary

sewer effluent per day.

The proposed amendment could theoretically result in 12,196 square feet of specialty retail use on the
site.

An average specialty retail use is estimated to have 1.82 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.
12.196 (12,196 square feet gross floor area) x 1.82 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
23 employees x 34.5 (gatlons of sanitary sewer effluent per employee per day) = 794 gallons of sanitary

sewer effluent per day.

Therefore, the estimated net increase in sanitary sewer effluent per day = 610 gallons of sanitary sewer
effluent per day (794 — 184 = 610).

Permitted capacity of the community sanitary sewer system = 3,000,000 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent
per day.

During calendar year 2013, the average sanitary sewer usage = 2,570,833 gallons of sanitary sewer
effluent per day.

Residual available capacity prior to reserved capacity for previously approved development =
429,167 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day.

Less reserved capacity for previously approved development = 0 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per
day.

Residual available capacity after reserved capacity for previously approved development =
429,167 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day.
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Less estimated gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day as a result of this proposed amendment =
610 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day.

Residual capacity after this proposed amendment = 428,557 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day.
Based upon the above analysis, the sanitary sewer facilities are anticipated to continue to meet or exceed

the adopted level of service standard for sanitary sewer facilities as provided in the Comprehensive Plan,
after adding the sanitary sewer effluent generated by the theoretical use of the site.

Solid Waste Impact -

Solid waste disposal is provided for the use to be located on the site at the Winfield Solid Waste Facility.
The level of service standard established within the Comprehensive Plan for the provision of solid waste
disposal is currently being met or exceeded.

During the calendar year 2013, there was 2,121 square feet of general office located on the site.

An average general office use is estimated to generate 5.5 pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet
gross floor area per day.

2.121 (2,121 square feet gross floor area) x 5.5 (pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet gross floor
area per day) = 12 pounds of solid waste per day.

The proposed amendment could theoretically result in 12,196 square feet of specialty retail use on the
site.

An average specialty retail use is estimated to generate 5.5 pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet
gross floor area per day.

12.196 (12,196 square feet gross floor area) x 5.5 (pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet gross floor
area per day) = 68 pounds of solid waste per day.

Therefore, the estimated net change in solid waste generation per day = 56 pounds of solid waste per day
(68— 12 =56).

Based upon the annual projections of solid waste disposal at the sanitary landfill, solid waste facilities are
anticipated to continue to meet or exceed the adopted level of service standard for solid waste facilities, as
provided in the Comprehensive Plan, after adding the solid waste demand generated by the theoretical use
of the site.

Drainage Impact -

As there will only be a minimal amount of impervious surface created, the proposed amendment is not
anticipated to adversely impact drainage systems. Therefore, the adopted level of service standard for
drainage established within the Comprehensive Plan is anticipated to continue to be met or exceeded.
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Recreation Impact -

The level of service standards established within the Comprehensive Plan for the provision of recreation
facilities are currently being met or exceeded.

As no population increase will result from the proposed amendment, there will be no need for additional
recreational facilities as a result of the proposed amendment. Therefore, the proposed amendment is not
anticipated to impact recreation facilities.

Recreation facilities are anticipated to continue to operate at a level of service which meets or exceeds the
level of service standards established within the Comprehensive Plan after the theoretical use of the site.

Traffic Impact -

The road network serving the site is currently meeting or exceeding the level of service standards required
for traffic circulation facilities as provided in the Comprehensive Plan.

During the calendar year 2013, there was 2,121 square feet of general office located on the site.
Summary of Trip Generation Calculations for a General Office Use.
Based upon an average of 1.49 trips per p.m. peak hour per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.

2.121 (2,121 feet gross floor area) x 1.49 (trips per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
4 p.m. peak hour trips.

The proposed amendment could theoretically result in 12,196 square feet of specialty retail use on the
site.

Summary of Trip Generation Calculations for a Specialty Retail Use.
Based upon an average of 2.71 trips per p.m. peak hour per 1,000 square feet gross fioor area.

12.196 (12,196 feet gross floor area) x 2.71 (trips per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
34 trips less 25 percent pass by trips (9) =25 p.m. peak hour trips (34 - 9 = 25).

Therefore, the estimated net increase in p.m. peak hour trips per day = 21 p.m. peak hour trips
(25-4=21).

Existing p.m. peak hour trips = 642 p.m. peak hour trips.
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The following table contains information concering the assessment of the traffic impact on the
surrounding road network by the proposed amendment.

Based upon the above analysis and an adopted level of service standard of "D" with a capacity of 1,490
p.m. peak hour trips, the road network serving the site is anticipated to continue to meet or exceed the
level of service standard provided in the Comprehensive Plan after adding the theoretical number of trips
associated with the proposed amendment.

Affordable Housing

The change in land use is not anticipated to have a negative impact on the affordable housing stock.

Surrounding Land Uses

Currently, the existing land use of the site is general office. The site is bounded on the north by vacant
land, on the east by public land use, on the south by public land use and on the west by public land use.

Historic Resources

According to the Florida Division of Historical Resources Master Site File, dated January 2013, there are
no known historic resource on the site.
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Flood Prone Areas

According to the Federal Emergency Management Agency, Digital Flood Insurance Rate Map data layer,
February 2, 2009, the site is not located within a 100-year flood prone area.

Wetlands

According to the Water Management Geographic Information Systems wetlands data layer, dated 2007,
the site is not located within a wetland.

Minerals

According to Natural Resources, North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, 1977, the site is
known to contain sand.

Soil Tvpes

According to the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Soil Conservation Service, Soil Survey dated October
1991, the site is comprised of Alpin fine sand (0 to 5 percent slope) soiis.

Alpin fine sand (0 to 5 percent slope) soils are excessively drained, nearly level to gently sloping soil on
broad, slightly elevated ridges.

Alpin fine sand (0 to 5 percent slope) soils have slight limitations for building site development.

Hieh Aquifer Groundwater Recharge

According to the Areas of High Recharge Potential To the Floridan Aquifer, prepared by the Water
Management District, dated July 17, 2001, the site is not located in an area of high aquifer groundwater

recharge.

Vegetative Communities

According to the Comprehensive Plan, Ecological Communities map, this site has been previously
cleared and there are no known wildlife habitats associated with a cleared site.

A RESOLUTION OF THE PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD OF THE CITY OF LAKE

WHEREAS, Sections 163.3161 through 163.3248, Florida Statutes, as amended, the Community
Planning Act, empower the Local Planning Agency of the City of Lake City, Florida, hereinafter referred
to as the Local Planning Agency, to recommend to the City Council, approval or denial of amendments to
the Land Development Regulations, in accordance with said statute;

WHEREAS, an application, for an amendment, as described below, has been filed with the City;
WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Board has been designated as the Local Planning Agency;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Land Development Regulations and Section 163.3174, Florida
Statutes, as amended, the Planning and Zoning Board, serving also as the L.ocal Planning Agency, held
the required public hearing, with public notice, on said application for amendment, as described below,
and considered all comments received during said public hearing and Concurrency Management
Assessment concerning said application for an amendment, as described below;

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Board, serving also as the Local Planning Agency, has
determined and found that approval of said application for an amendment, as described below, would
promote the public health, safety, morals, order, comfort, convenience, appearance, prosperity or general
