AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LAKE CITY, FLORIDA, AMENDING

WHEREAS, to encourage new construction and assist the business community
and developers, City desires, as an economic incentive, to temporarily waive and
suspend the water and sewer impact fees for a period of one (1) year from January 1,

2012, through December 31, 2012 (the "Development Period").

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF
LAKE CITY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That.the Code of the City of Lake City, Florida, is hereby amended -
by adding a new section to Chapter 102, Article Il to be numbered Section 102-40,
which section reads as follows:

Chapter 102
Article |

Section 102-40. Temporary Moratorium.

As an incentive and inducement (the "Development incentive") to promote
development, the water and sewer impact fees provided for in Section 102-36 are

hereby waived, suspended, and shall not be collected on each new residential and non-

residential development during the period January 1, 2012, through December 31, 2012

(the "Development Pericd"). Any applicant seeking to take advantage of the
Development Incentive must apply for and acquire a building permit and commence
construction of the project prior to the expiration of the Development Period. However,
nothing herein shall be construed to prevent the City Council by resolution to revoke the
Development Incentive and resume coliecting water and sewer impact fees provided for
in Section 102-36 during the Development Period at the same rates which were in

effect prior to the Development Period.

Section 2. Repeal. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are

hereby repealed.



Section 3. Severability. Should any section, subsection, sentence, clause,

phrase, or other provision of this ordinance be held invalid or unconstitutional by a court
of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionally shall not be so construed as
to render invalid or unconstitutional the remaining provisions of this ordinance.

Section 4. Inclusion in the City Code. ltis the intention of the City Council of the

City of Lake City, Florida, that the provisions of this ordinance shall become and be made
a part of the Code of the City of Lake City, Florida, and that the sections of this ordinance.
may be numbered appropriately in order to accomplish such intentions. |

Concurrency Management Assessment
Concerning an Amendment to the
Future Land Use Plan Map of the Comprehensive Plan

Land use amendment requests are ineligible to receive concurrency reservation because they are too
conceptual and, consequently do not allow an accurate assessment of public facility impacts. Therefore,
the following information is provided, which quantifies for the purposes of a nonbinding concurrency
determination, the demand and residual capacities for public facilities reqmred to be addressed within the
Concurrency Management System.

CPA 11-04, an application by Letha Waters, as agent for Arthur W. Coward, to amend the Future Land
Use Plan Map of the Comprehensive Plan by changing the future land use classification from COUNTY
COMMERCIAL, HIGHWAY INTERCHANGE to CITY COMMERCIAL on property described, as
follows:

A parcel of land lying within Section 34, Township 3 South, Range 16 East, Columbia County, Florida.
Being more particularly described, as follows: Begin at the Northwest corner of the Northeast 1/4 of
the Southwest 1/4 of said Section 34; thence South 89°04'51" East, along the North line of the
Northeast 1/4 of the Southwest 1/4 of said Section 34, a distance of 422.40 feet; thence South 06°50'09"
West 480.67 feet to the North right-of-way line of U.S. Highway 90 (State Road 10); thence North
63°52'56" West, along the North right-of-way line of said U.S. Highway 90 (State Road 10) a distance
of 445.70 feet; thence North 06°49'04" East 289.80 feet to the North line of the Northeast 1/4 of the
Southwest 1/4 of said Section 34 and the Point of Beginning.

Availability of and Demand on Public Facilities

Potable Water Impact

The site is located within a community potable water system service area. The community potable water
system is currently meeting or exceeding the adopted level of service standard for potable water
established within the Comprehensive Plan.

During the calendar year 2011, there were 17,080 square feet of car sales and 11,146 square feet of child
care center on the site.

A car sales use is estimated to have 1.82 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.

17.080 (17,080 square feet gross floor area) x 1.82 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
32 (employees) x 45 (gallons of potable water usage per employee per day) = 1,440 gallons of potable
water usage per day.

An average child care center is estimated to use 15 gallons of potable water per student per day.

80 (students) x 15 (gallons of potable water usage per seat per day) = 1,200 gallons of potable water
usage per day.

Therefore, the estimated existing potable water usage per day = 2,640 gallons of potable water usage per
day (1,440 + 1,200 = 2,640).

The proposed amendment could theoretically result in 129,373 square feet of shopping center use on the
site. ’

An average shopping center use is estimated to have 1.82 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor
arca.

129.373 (129,373 square feet gross floor area) x 1.82 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
236 (employees) x 45 (gallons of potable water usage per employee per day) = 10,620 gallons of potable
water usage per day.
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Therefore, the estimated net increase in potable water usage per day = 7,980 gallons of potable water
usage per day (10,620 — 2,640 = 7,980).

Permitted capacity of the community potable water system = 9,000,000 gallons of potable water per day.

During calendar year 2010, the average daily potable water usage = 3,458,444 gallons of potable water
per day.

Residual available capacity prior to reserved capacity for previously approved development =
5,541,556 gallons of potable water per day.

Less reserved capacity for previously approved development = 0 gallons of potable water per day.

Residual available capacity after reserved capacity for previously approved development =
5,541,556 gallons of potable water per day.

Less estimated gallons of potable water use as a result of this proposed amendment =
7,980 gallons of potable water per day.

Residual capacity after this proposed amendment = 5,533,576 gallons of potable water per day.
Based upon the above analysis, the potable water facilities are anticipated to continue to meet or exceed

the adopted level of service standard for potable water facilities as provided in the Comprehensive Plan,
after adding the potable water demand generated by the potential use of the site.

Sanitary Sewer Impact -

The site is located within a community centralized sanitary sewer system service area. The centralized
sanitary sewer system is currently meeting or exceeding the adopted level of service standard for sanitary
sewer established within the Comprehensive Plan.

During the calendar year 2011, there were 17,080 square feet of car sales and 11,146 square feet of child
care center on the site.

A shopping center use is estimated to have 1.82 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.

17.080 (17,080 square feet gross floor area) x 1.82 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
32 (employees) x 34.5 (gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per employee per day) = 1,104 gallons of
sanitary sewer effluent per day.

Anaverage child care center is estimated to generate 11.5 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per student
per day.
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80 (students) x 11.5 (gallons of sanitary sewer effluent generation per seat per day) = 920 gallons of
sanitary sewer effluent generation per day.

Therefore, the estimated existing sanitary sewer effluent per day = 2,024 gallons of sanitary sewer
effluent per day (1,104 + 920 = 2,024).

The proposed amendment could theoretically resuit in 129,373 square feet of shopping center use on the
site.

An average shopping center use is estimated to have 1.82 employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor
area.

129.373 (129,373 square feet gross floor area) x 1.82 (employees per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
236 employees x 34.5 (gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per employee per day) = 8,142 gallons of
sanitary sewer effluent per day.

Therefore, the estimated net increase in sanitary sewer effluent per day = 6,118 gallons of sanitary sewer
effluent per day (8,142 - 2,024 = 6,118).

Permitted capacity of the community sanitary sewer system = 3,000,000 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent
per day.

During calendar year 2009, the average sanitary sewer usage = 2,306,000 gallons of sanitary sewer
effluent per day.

Residual available capacity prior to reserved capacity for previously approved déve]opment =
694,000 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day. ‘

Less reserved capacity for previously approved development = 0 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per
day. .

Residual available capacity after reserved capacity for previously approved development =
694,000 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day. :

Less estimated gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day as a result of this proposed amendment =
6,118 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day.

Residual capacity after this proposed amendment = 687,882 gallons of sanitary sewer effluent per day.

Based upon the above analysis, the sanitary sewer facilities are anticipated to continue to meet or exceed
the adopted level of service standard for sanitary sewer facilities as provided in the Comprehensive Plan,
after adding the sanitary sewer effluent generated by the theoretical use of the site.
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Solid Waste Impact -
Solid waste disposal is provided for the use to be located on the site at the Winfield Solid Waste Facility.
The level of service standard established within the Comprehensive Plan for the provision of solid waste

disposal is currently being met or exceeded.

During the calendar year 2011, there were 17,080 square feet of car sales and 11,146 square feet of child
care center on the site.

Based upon 5.5 pounds of solid waste generation per 1,000 square feet gross floor area per day.

17.080 (17,080 square feet gross floor area) x 5.5 (pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet gross floor
area per day) = 94 pounds of solid waste per day.

An average child care center is estimated to generate 1.2 pounds of solid waste per student per day.
80 (students) x 1.2 (pounds of solid waste per student per day) = 96 pounds of solid waste per day.

Therefore, the estimated existing solid waste generation = 109 pounds of solid waste per day (94 + 96 =
190).

The proposed amendment could potentially result in 129,373 square feet of shopping center use on the
site (based upon averages for use intensities and compliance with off-street parking, drainage
‘requirements and landscape buffer requirements).

An average shopping center use is estimated to generate 5.5 pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet
gross floor area per day.

129.373 (129,373 square feet gross floor area) x 5.5 (pounds of solid waste per 1,000 square feet gross
floor area per day) = 712 pounds of solid waste per day.

Therefore, the estimated net increase in solid waste generation per day = 522 pounds of solid waste per
day (712 - 190 = 522).

Based upon the annual projections of solid waste disposal at the sanitary landfill, solid waste facilities are
anticipated to continue to meet or exceed the adopted level of service standard for solid waste facilities, as
provided in the Comprehensive Plan, after adding the solid waste demand generated by the potential use
of the site.

Drainage Impact -

Drainage facilities will be required to be provided for on site for the management of stormwater. As
stormwater will be retained on site, there are no additional impacts to drainage systems as a result of the
proposed amendment. The retention of stormwater on site will meet or exceed the adopted level of
service standard established within the Comprehensive Plan.
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Recreation Impact -

The level of service standards established within the Comprehensive Plan for the provision of recreation
facilities are currently being met or exceeded.

As no population increase will result from the proposed amendment, there will be no need for additional
recreational facilities as a result of the proposed amendment. Therefore, the proposed amendment is not
anticipated to impact recreation facilities.

Recreation facilities are anticipated to continue to operate at a level of service which meets or exceeds the
level of service standards established within the Comprehensive Plan after the theoretical use of the site.

Traffic Impact -

The road network serving the site is currently meeting or exceeding the level of service standards required
for traffic circulation facilities as provided in the Comprehensive Plan.

During the calendar year 2011, there were 17,080 square feet of car sales and 11,146 square feet of child
care center on the site,

Summary of Trip Generation Calculation for New Car Sales.
Based upon 2.59 p.m. peak hour weekday trips per 1,000 square feet of use.

17.080 (17,080 feet gross floor area) x 2.59 (trips per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) = 45 p.m. peak
hour trips less 25 percent pass by trips (12) = 33 p.m. peak hour trips (45 - 12 = 33).

Summary of Trip Generation Calculations for a Child Care Center.
Based upon 13.91 p.m. peak hour weekday trips per 1,000 square feet gross floor area.

11.146 (11,146 square feet) x 13.91(trips per p.m. peak hour on a weekday) = 156 p.m. peak hour trips
per day.

Therefore, the estimated existing p.m. peak hour trips per day = 189 p.m. peak hour trips
- (33 +156=189).

The proposed amendment could theoretically result in 129,373 square feet of shopping center use on the
site.

Summary of Trip Generation Calculations for a Shopping Center Use.
Based upon an average of 3.73 trips per p.m. peak hour per 1,000 square feet gross floor area,

129.373 (129,373 feet gross floor area) x 3.73 (trips per 1,000 square feet gross floor area) =
483 trips less 25 percent pass by trips (121) = 362 p.m. peak hour trips (483 - 121 = 362).
